water. This type of energy is sustainable
and environmentally friendly, however,
it is limited to certain places that have
specific natural characteristics to build

a geothermal power station. The main
use for this energy is related to heating,
including home heating systems, spas,
industrial and agricultural processes and
for desalination plants, where salt water
is turned into freshwater.
